Challenge
De Los Santos’ on-stage keyboard rig includes several electronics, among them three 

USB-powered devices that need to be readily accessible throughout the performance. 

Other pieces of sensitive professional equipment need to plug into AC power during 

performances and need protection from power surges. These instruments also need 

protection from line noise (EMI/RFI) that could disrupt the quality of the music. De Los 

Santos is not the only band member facing these challenges: the other musicians he 

performs with have several electronics of their own, putting outlets on stage at a premium.

Results
Tripp Lite’s TLP66USBR provides a unique solution De Los Santos likes to use in live shows. “When I first saw this surge protector, I 

knew I had to have one because of the amount of USB-powered devices I use during performances,” he said. “When I brought the 

TLP66USBR on stage for the first time, there was instant envy from the other musicians who had never seen anything like it. Now, 

they all want to own one.”

The musicians like the detachable USB charger because it clamps easily to a mic stand, drum stand or iPad stand to keep important 

devices charged and easily accessible throughout a performance. By plugging USB devices into the four ports, AC receptacles are 

freed up for other instruments needing protection from surges and line noise.

“This is an idea worthy of being in a live-stage musician’s world,” De Los Santos said. “I plan on getting one for each member of 

the band.”
